The Midwife functions in association with interdisciplinary primary health teams in Fort Smith and
within an integrated territorial women and children’s health team. The position provides continuity of
care within the context of a small team of midwives and ensures coordinated delivery of care within an
integrated network of community, regional, and territorial health services

A position is currently available in Fort Smith, Northwest Territories.

Typically this position requires a Baccalaureate degree in Midwifery (Health Sciences), or assessed
through a Prior Learning and Experience Assessment (PLEA) program within a Canadian province, with a
minimum of two (2) years’ experience in delivering midwifery care as a primary care provider.
